Take Back Your Neighhorhood

The Public Safety Commission for the City of Snohomish is
encouraging City residents to participate in the 31° annual National
Night Out celebration this August 5. National Night Out 2013
involved over 37.8 million people in 16,242 communities from all 50
states, U.S. territories, Canadian cities, and military bases
worldwide. National Night Out 2014 is expected to be the largest
ever.

National Night Out, a yearlong community building campaign, is
designed to: (1) heighten crime prevention awareness; (2) generate
support for, and participation in, local anticrime programs; (3)
strengthen neighborhood spirit and police-community partnerships;

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SEGOND STREET ROAD GLOSURE

Second Street from Avenue E to Avenue H will be closed for approximately three weeks beginning
Monday, July 28" for the construction of the Second Street Combinsed Sewer Overflow Separation
Project. Traffic will be detoured to First Street and Third Street.

This project consists of the installation of approximately 1,000 feet of 18-inch storm pipe, catch basin
structures, and road and shoulder restoration. The pipe trench will be approximately 13 feet deep
within some sections of the Second Street roadway. This project will allow the City to separate the
stormwater flows from the sewer system in the future which will decrease the flows that are treated at
the City wastewater treatment plant. Closing Second Street will allow the construction of this project to
be completed sooner and provide public safety.

Thomco Construction, Inc. has been contracted by the City to complete this project. Please expect
traffic delays and detours in this area. After this project is completed, Second Street from Avenue D to

Avenue H will be overlayed in a separate project that is tentatively scheduled for September 2014.
