Officer Dawn Reilly was recently called upon to provide help with rescuing a calf in distress on the bank of 
the Snohomish River at the Maple Street boat launch.  With the assistance of Lt. Rodney Rochon of the 
SnohoƳƛǎƘ /ƻǳƴǘȅ {ƘŜǊƛŦŦΩǎ hŦŦƛŎŜ aŀǊƛƴŜ ¦ƴƛǘ, and Sergeant Ryan Gausman of the Snohomish Police 
Department, Officer Reilly was able to grab a hold of the calf and safely guide it back to the shore.
